· The minutes from SLT meeting #11 were read and accepted.
· Ms. Taylor spoke about the Quality Review that took place on March 8th & 9th, 2010.  She stated that the school received a rating result of proficient with well developed procedures.  Only one school in the entire city received a rating of well developed.  In order to achieve this rating, the school must continue to develop systems that will help to collect and organize data that is received regarding student performance.  

· A lot of the students are not being challenged to move forward.  The school has systems in place and should be focused on using and analyzing data to help push the students along.  One way of doing this is that the teachers need to conference more in all the subject areas.
· Ms. Langrin spoke regarding the Grant Proposal Writing subcommittee.  The committee met on Friday, March 12, 2010.  One of the grants that they are working on is a legislative grant from Senator Eric Adams that can help schools defray costs for development for Arts programs.  Another grant that is also being worked on comes from Brooklyn Borough President Marty Markowitz’s office and is projected for the 2011-2012 school year.  It is a $200,000 grant that would subsidize any large project such as renovations, a science lab, computer technological equipments, playgrounds, etc.
