· The minutes from SLT meeting #12 were read and accepted.
· There has been confusion regarding the school song contest.  A lot of the children still do not know what they are expected to do.  Ms. Danzy spoke about presenting a song-writing format to them so that they would have an idea of what to do.  The topic will have to be re-presented to encourage participation among all students.  The new deadline for presentation is now the last week of April.

· The topic of professionalism amongst the female adult members of the school was discussed.  There is a concern that many of the female staff members are not dressing appropriately.  There is concern that the adults may be viewed differently due to their style of dress.  The students in middle school are very impressionable and are looking at the adults.  
· The suggestion to change the names of the academies was discussed.  The academies are not representative of their acronyms:  CAT:  Communication Arts & Technology; LAPAT:  Language and Performing Arts & Technology & MAST:  Math and Science Technology.   The students were supposed to be placed in the academies according to their interests when the academies were formed.  This has not happened.  The names of the academies should have significant meanings and themes.
· It is proposed for the 2010-2011 school year that the 8th graders will all be placed together on the first floor.  The 8th grade has been a cause for concern.  They have specific needs that must be fulfilled for all to graduate.  By grouping them together, they can receive more intense concentration, mentoring and services that are necessary to prepare them for high school.  They will be given individual programs so that they could experience the high school experience.

· Britou-Moore will be expanded to occupy the entire third floor.  The students in the school need something to aspire to.  The model for the Britou-Moore academy has been successful, and should serve as a model for the whole school to aspire to.
